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Gospel ReflectionsGospel Reflections

A talent has first of all to be discovered and recognized. It has been said that our true birthplace is the place 
in which we awaken to our gifts and talents. Often it takes an outsider to recognize the talent.

Just as the sun helps to bring to birth the fragrant flowers that lie hidden in the soil of the fields, so there are 
people who find their fulfillment in helping to unfold the talents God has deposited in others. Perhaps these 
are the most talented people of all.

The Russian writer, Dostoevsky, was only twenty when he wrote his first book, entitled Poor Folk. The 
foremost critic of the day was a man by the name of Belinsky. When Belinsky read the manuscript of the 
young Dostoevsky, he said, “You have brought a terrible truth to our attention. You have a great gift. Take good 
care of this gift, and then you will become a great writer.”

Dostoevsky was intoxicated by the words of the famous critic. Many years later, he wrote, “That was the 
happiest moment of my entire life.”

Why was that moment so important for Dostoevsky? Because he was just awakening to his talent as a writer. 
He was still very unsure of himself, and therefore very vulnerable. Recognition by Belinsky confirmed him 
in his belief in his own talent. It did more. It launched him on his way. He spent the rest of his life expressing 
himself through his writings.

One of our greatest needs is the need to express ourselves. Unless we express ourselves, we cannot realize or 
fulfill ourselves. Expression is as necessary for us as leaf and blossom are for a tree. The poet and artist, Kahlil 
Gibran, put it like this: “There is a great loneliness in almost everyone – a great hunger to express oneself.” 
And the painter Van Gogh said, “Between what I perceive and what I express there is a wall; I have spent my 
life trying to break down that wall.”

To express oneself is the way to make oneself whole, and therefore holy. How many of us could say that we 
have developed our full potential as human beings? Of course, there are many ways in which people can 
express themselves. Nevertheless, a lot of talent goes unexpressed. When this happens, the possessor of the 
talent is the greatest loser. Some people drift through life, and die having realized only a fraction of their 
potential.

Expression is the opposite to repression. To repress is to bottle up, to stifle, to smother, to suppress. Repression 
inevitably gives rise to depression. To express is to articulate, to reveal, to bring out. Expression may involve 

pain, but it ultimately leads to joy. It is by living that we discover our 
talents, and it is by using them that they grow. Every talent has to be 
developed. Sometimes a lot of hard work, discipline, and patience 
are required if a talent is to bear its full fruit. We see this in the 
example of the first two servants in Jesus' story.

We see the opposite of it in the case of the third servant. It wasn’t the 
harshness of his master that prevented him from using his talent – 
that was merely an excuse. Nor was it lack of opportunity. He himself 
was to blame. Life is God’s gift to us. What we do with life is our gift 
to God.

Be Careful of Responding 
to Odd Email Messages

There are some despicable people that are attempting to take advantage of the financial and health concerns of our 
good Parish Family members by making it seem like Father Tom, or some of our other clergy or staff, are sending email 
requests to connect. Then, if you respond, they ask for you to go out and purchase gift cards and provide them the details 
of the cards. This is a hoax called Spear Phishing.

Please do not fall for it. Saint John Staff and Clergy will never ask for money/gift cards from you over email. Always check 
to see if the email is coming from an “@sjecc.com” email address (sometimes email addresses are hidden behind the 
name of the person, but you can always click on the “From” area to see the email address).
Please delete these emails and do not reply. Even just responding allows these individuals to use your email for spam 
and malware messages.

Are Other Services Impacted? 
Funerals? Weddings? Baptisms?
Throughout the Pandemic, we have continued to provide 
families with weddings and funerals. Now, we will be able 
to expand these services to allow for the capacity of the 
church with proper social distancing in place, which will 
give more family members the opportunity to participate 
in person. We can still stream these services for family 
members who are at risk or are not able to attend in person.
Baptisms are now authorized by the Diocese as well, so 
we can have Baptisms in the church for families. The same 
capacity and social distancing guidelines will be in effect.

I have missed my church friends and 
family. Can we catch up before or 
after Mass?
Unfortunately, in order to assure the safety and health of 
all our Parish Family and Friends, we ask that you do not 
congregate or meet up before or after Mass on our campus. 

Questions and Answers: Resuming Public Masses

When you arrive, please find your seat as you will be guided 
by our Ushers. Use the time before Mass for quiet prayer and 
reflection. Once Mass is concluded, please exit via the Front 
or Back Doors of the church and move immediately to your 
vehicle. We want to ensure we are cleaning and preparing 
between Masses, and any gathering could unintentionally 
cause infection to each other and/or to others around you.

What about everything else going on 
at Saint John?
Currently, all other events, activities, 
and programs are suspended until 
further notice. Our Life Center is 
open to members only, Monday-
Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 
and Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 
p.m. There are additional restrictions and a waiver that must 
be signed prior to using the facility.
All Ministry activity is being evaluated on a case-by-case 
basis, in accordance with our social distancing, sanitization, 
and operational requirements. Most Ministries (other than 
Liturgical Ministries) have selected to remain virtual or 
suspended until 2021.

Can I use the Adoration Chapel? 
Adoration is now available in our 
Ballroom Monday-Friday from 9:00 
a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Access is available 
via your SJE key fob. If you do not yet 
have one, please come to the Front 

Office to request it.

What can I do to help?
First and foremost, if you are at-risk or unhealthy, please 
continue to attend Mass virtually via our streaming Mass. 
We respect your life and your health above all else, and 
want you to be happy and safe. If you do decide to come to 
church, we will not turn you away unless you do not have a 
mask, but we hope you will make the right choice for your 
own livelihood.
Our Liturgical Ministries will need able-bodied and capable

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volunteers to assist with the Mass. If you are interested in participating as a Lector, or Eucharistic Minister or Usher, please 
reach out to those Ministry leads via email. There are clear requirements for each Ministry, especially in this current crisis, 
that must be met in order to ensure your safety and the safety of our Parish Family.
Prayer is also critically needed. You may pray for our Parish Family and the world from home or during our Visitation 
hours during the week.

How will you ensure my (and my family’s) safety?
We have been planning and working diligently to ensure our church is as safe as a public facility can be. However, it is still a 
risk to come to church during this recovery phase, and we recommend highly that you consider what is in the best interest 
of your personal health and stay home and watch our Mass online if you so decide.
•	 We disinfect and wipe down all common surfaces after every Mass.
•	 All Bathrooms are cleaned after every Mass
•	 We use a microbial and anti-viral airborne-based disinfectant in the entire church building every evening to ensure 

all surfaces are clean and purified.
•	 We provide hand sanitizer for all who enter.
•	 We require masks for all who come to Mass or for Visitation.
•	 Ushers will be ensuring all seating and social distancing guidelines are followed before, during and after Mass.
•	 All Liturgical Items will be cleaned and disinfected after every Mass.
